2) ldentity: Provide a white paper for both Deacons and the Presbyterate on the
Roles, Rights and Responsibilities of Permanent Deacons in the Archdiocese of
Detroit. This will set the tone that Deacons are primarily Bishop’s men.

3) Deacon Community Board: Establish a fully functional and vital Assembly of
Deacons where all aspects of post-ordination life can be discussed and
nurtured.

4) Norms and National Directory: Implement all of the Vatican Norms and
Directory (1998) and the National Directory (2005) requirements.

5) Retreats: Make the Men's Retreat and the Couple Retreat more widely
appealing and spiritual.
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6) Study Groups: Establish a study group to discern
how to recruit and retain persons of culture, racial
and ethnic diversity into the Diaconate, to describe
the relationships of Deacons who are also Pastoral
Associates, to determine an appropriate curriculum
to prepare Deacons for Pastoral Ministry in 2025
when the number of deacons and priests are
projected to be equal, and to provide a tool for
deacons to self-assess their ministries to determine
how they might improve.

Undoubtedly there will be many additional matters that
we will have to handle throughout the year, but if we can
accomplish the above mentioned items, | would consider
the year successful. | hope that you all will help in the
completion of these goals. If we do, | believe that the
Diaconate of Detroit will be much more vital and will
better serve the needs of the people of the Detroit
Archdiocese.

In an effort to move the Total Pastoral Plan for Deacons
(TPPD) forward, we have been working on the following:

Deacon Assignments: The diaconal community was
asked to comment on a proposed procedure which
emulated the Presbyteral Assignment procedure. After
receiving various comments, a new procedure was
written to make it more coherent. That procedure is
currently in review. | am hopeful that we will be able to
inaugurate the procedure yet this year; however, the time
is getting short.

Deacon Community Board (formerly Deacon Council):
Deacons Bovitz, O'Keefe, Schwartz, and Stankiewicz
have formed a nomination committee. If you are willing to
serve on the Deacon Community Board, please submit
your name to any one of these men. Wives too are
needed. The Board will have real work to do which will
help formulate the shape of the Diaconate in Detroit for
the foreseeable future.

Applications: As you know the Formation Program was
held in abeyance for one year. We currently have 19
applications from the 2006 timeframe that have
completed the psychological exams and have been
interviewed. Another 15 applications have been received
for 2007. They will be reviewed and a decision will be
made as to whether they too will be asked to take the
psychological exam and interview. The Committee on
Admissions and Scrutinies (formerly the Vocations Board)
will meet in the April/May time frame to determine which
of the 34 applicants will be accepted into the program for
2007 as Aspirants.

Deacon Couple’s Retreat: The Deacon Couple’s Retreat
this year is schedule for January 19-21 at St. John Center
for Youth & Family. One of the issues that raised during
the TPPD was our need to concentrate on
Evangelization. Accordingly we have the good fortune of
having our retreat directed by Peter Herbeck who is the
Vice President and Director of Missions for Renewal
Ministries. Peter oversees the work of lay mission teams
throughout the world who work to equip Catholic lay
people to respond to the Holy Father's call for a new
evangelization. Please sign up for the retreat as soon as
possible. Formation couples are welcome to attend.

Raniero Cantalamessa is a Franciscan Capuchin Catholic Priest. Born in Ascoli Piceno, Italy, 22 July
1934, ordained priest in 1958. Doctorates in Divinity and Classical literature. Former Ordinary Professor
of History of Ancient Christianity and Director of the Department of religious sciences at the Catholic
University of Milan. Member of the International Theological Commission (1975-1981).

In 1979 he resigned his teaching position to become a full time preacher of the Gospel. In 1980 he was
appointed by Pope John Paul Il Preacher to the Papal Household in which capacity he still serves,
preaching a weekly sermon in Advent and Lent in the presence of the Pope, the cardinals, bishops an
prelates of the Roman Curia and the general superiors of religious orders. He is frequently invited to
speak at international and ecumenical conferences and rallies. He is has been member of Catholic
delegation for the Dialogue with the Pentecostal Churches for the last ten years. He runs a weekly
program on the first channel of the Italian state television (RAI) on the Gospel of the following Sunday.
